First, as a result of the Angora Fire, June 24, 2007, in South Lake Tahoe, 
Section 170 reconstruction is in full swing and has created an extraordinary 
reassessment workload largely due to the fact that much larger houses than previously 
existed are being built. Second, the real estate market value decline has placed an 
additional workload on staff, which must review over 30,000 properties for 
reassessment under Proposition 8. And third, due to budget cuts imposed on this office 
by El Dorado County, we have lost eight (8) FTE staff.

Pursuant to Section 155 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, this office requests a 
30-day ~xtension of time to deliver the 2009/2010 Yuba County Assessment Roll. 

As you are aware, residential property values in California reached their peak in 
August 2006 and have been in decline ever since. In addition, we are now experiencing a 
weakening of both commercial and multifamily property values. Yuba County's 2007/08 
Secured Roll contained 736 properties enrolled in accordance with Proposition 8 and 
Section 51 of the Revenue and Taxation Code. For fiscal year 2008/09, Prop 8 
enrollments increased to 6,330. It is anticipated that the 2009/10 Assessment Roll will 
contain over 7,000 properties valued on Prop 8 or approximately one out of every four 
parcels on the secured roll. 

The Assessor's office has five full time allocated and budgeted Real Property 
Appraisers. In April of 2009, one Real Property Appraiser position became vacant. This 
represents a loss of 20% of the Assessor's Real Property Appraisal Staff. Due to budget 
constraints the A ss~ssor has not been able to get approval for the replacement of this 
position.

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The annual appraisal of over 7,000 properties at market value on the lien date 
January 1, 2009 has created an enormous new workload for the Assessor. Because of a 
declining market and staffmg limitations, we will need a 30-day extension to complete 
the 2009/10 Assessment Roll.
