As you are probably aware, the State Board of Equalization granted an extension of time for completion of last year’s
(2012-13) assessment roll for Sutter County.

Once again, it is necessary to request additional time for completion of the roll. Accordingly, and pursuant to Section
155 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, | respectfully request an extension of the 2013-14 assessment roll, not to
exceed thirty (30} days beyond July 1, 2013.

The requested extension is again based upon circumstances effectively the same as those existing in the prior two
fiscal years — an excessive volume of Prop 8 reviews from last year’s roll and the new ones since then, both totaling
over 30% of the counties total number of parcels.
