Thank you for your participation in the June 24, 2014, Taxpayers’ Bill of Rights Hearings held in Culver 
City. I appreciate your taking the time to express your concerns regarding penalties and fees you received 
on several properties you own. 

You own multiple contiguous parcels that are separate parcels for property tax purposes. Tax bills on 
these parcels were paid after the delinquency date and each incurred a ten percent penalty plus a $30 fee. 
You believe this amount to be exorbitant. 

The tax collector’s office has explained that each assessment, penalty, and fee is correct since the parcels 
are separate assessor’s parcel numbers. Although fees were waived in a prior year, per the Tax Collector 
Mr. Steve Hintz, they should not have been. Therefore a waiver for the year in question is not warranted 
based on the prior waiver. 

If you wish to receive fewer tax bills for these parcels, you may wish to ask the assessor’s office for some 
or all of them to be combined for property tax purposes to the extent possible.
