We look forward to any
input that the CAA may have on this rulemaking effort and trust that your comments will be
forthcoming soon. Hopefully, the CAA will have a representative available to attend the
February 6, 2014 interested parties meeting to participate in the discussions regarding Rule 133.

You indicated in your letter that the CAA is watching the progress of Assembly Bill 777 which
could affect this rulemaking effort. Board staff is aware of Assembly Bill 777, and we too are
watching the actions of the Legislature with respect to this bill. Additionally, you stated that this
rulemaking effort could interfere with ongoing assessment appeals in Los Angeles County. We
have already received comments from the Los Angeles County Assessor's Office regarding the
proposed revisions to Rule 133, and there was no indication that this project should be stalled
because of their pending appeals. However, staff from the Los Angeles County Assessor's office
has indicated that they will attend the February 6 meeting, and they will be able to discuss the
appeals issue at the meeting.
